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Top tips for successful
communication
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Talking very clearly,

f add one or two
more words to the
child’s sentence.

For instance, if your
child says ‘look, car’
you could say ‘look,
big car.’

Your child needs
time to put
thoughts together.
Look at your child,
wait for a response.
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Praise your
child’s efforts

When you imitate your
child’s sounds and
words this shows that
you are listening to
them communicating.

If your child makes an error
in a word or sentence
simply say the correct
version rather than pointing
out the mistake.




Try not to ask
too many
